The display
screen and radio chassis use two different
types of screws.

1. Secure the brackets to the radio chassis
using (4) screws supplied with the radio.
(Figure A)

2. Locate the factory wiring harness and
antenna connector in the dash and
complete all necessary connections to
the radio. Metra recommends using the
proper mating adapter from Metra and/
or Axxess.

3. Slide the radio assembly into to the
dash, then secure using the factory
screws. (NOTE - route screen cable to be
connected later)

4. Connect Pioneer extension cable to the
radio display screen.
